Accessibility  Airports: 
 
 

Lake La Quinta Inn is served by the Palm Springs International    
Airport, a regional facility with commercial service provided by 
Alaska Airlines, America West Express, American Airlines, 
American Eagle, Continental Airlines, Northwest Airlines, Sky 
West/The Delta Connection, United Airlines and United Express. 
 
Major airports located within a one to three hour drive include;  
Ontario International Airport, Los Angeles International Airport, 
John Wayne/Orange County Airport, and San Diego International 
Airport. 
 
Via Automobile: 
 
From Los Angeles travel east on I-10 to Coachella Valley and exit at 
Washington Street.  Turn Right onto Washington Street and continue 
approximately five miles, crossing Highway 111 then turn left on Lake 
La Quinta Drive.  Continue to Caleo Bay.  Take a quick Right on 
Caleo Bay and Lake La Quinta Inn is located immediately on the Left-
hand side.  Travel time from Los Angeles is approximately two and 
one half hours. 
 
From San Diego take I-15 North to Highway 215 East to the 60 East.  
Continue on the 60 East to the I-10 East.  Exit at Washington Street.  
Turn Right onto Washington Street and continue approximately five 
miles, crossing Highway 111 then turn left on Lake La Quinta Drive.  
Continue to Caleo Bay.  Take a quick Right on Caleo Bay and Lake La 
Quinta Inn is located immediately on the Left-hand side.  Travel time 
from San Diego is approximately two and one half hours.
